Additionally mixes replacing a portion of the Portland Cement with recyveled content
may greatly affect final appearances. Consistency of color of cement and aggregates as well as the content of the concrete mix
design is eritical in achieving uniform color trom batch to batch. 47 to 57 slumps are recommended. Higher slumps should be
achieved by using water reducing or plasticizing admixtures, NOT by adding water. The additon of extra water to the mix will
affect the uniformity of the color. Uneven curing and /or rapid drying of the concrete will also affect the uniformiry of the color.
